Why work or pay (or even play) BV BINGO?
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1. Your participation in Bingo helps raise thousands of dollars to help fund Bella Vista athletic programs and non-sports programs such as Grad night, Band, the senior class and other programs not funded by the SJUSD.

2. Working Bingo helps qualify your athlete for a scholarship from the BV Athletic Booster Club (ATHLETIC BOOSTER CLUB).  Over $7,000 in scholarship money was awarded last year to student-athletes for post-high school education.

3.  About half of the soccer Coach’s stipends are paid for from bingo proceeds 

4.  You or anyone you know can earn extra income by being a sub for BINGO.  

5. The parent ATHLETIC BOOSTER CLUB requires all member (child) clubs to participate in BV Bingo in order for us to benefit from any funds raised by the ATHLETIC BOOSTER CLUB. The Bella Vista Soccer Booster Club (SOCCER BOOSTERS) is obligated to support our ATHLETIC BOOSTER CLUB.  All families are required to work one 6-hour Bingo shift from 3:30 to 9:30 or pay $50, which is the cost to sponsor someone else to work your shift.   When a soccer parent does not show for their shift, it will cost the SOCCER BOOSTERS $50 every instance.

The BINGO hall is located in the Raley’s Shopping Center on the corner of Madison and Hazel Ave. in Fair Oaks, Behind Raley’s and Petco.

Every Sunday Night is Bella Vista High School night.  

Instructions 

1.  Sign up to work a Bingo Shift via the BV Soccer website at www.bvhighsoccer.com. 
2.  Plan to work from 3:15 pm until approx. 9-10 pm.  Families can divide the hours up for the evening and anyone over 18 can work.  Wear comfortable shoes and clothes.   If you are unable to be on your feet for the entire shift, please notify the Bingo Manager upon arrival.  There are valuable tasks that can be completed while sitting down.
3.  You will be allowed a 20 minute break for dinner.  Food is available for purchase at the Bingo parlor snack bar.  A complimentary beverage is provided during your service.
4.  Arrive between 3:15 and 3:30 pm.  Please check-in at the office where you will be given a BV Bingo apron and a nametag, as well as registering for your time.  You must sign in on the laptop computer and register your name and your student’s name under boys/girls soccer so that you and the SOCCER BOOSTERS get credit.  There is a cupboard in the office behind the counter where you can store your belongings.

5.  The Bingo Manager will assign a specific job for you to do. If you haven’t worked before you will be given specific instructions.  Jobs include selling bingo paper or pull-tabs (which are lottery ticket looking items that pay instant winners). Always remember the better the service to the bingo players, the faster your shift goes by. 
6   The SOCCER BOOSTERS will get a quarterly report of hours worked per person.  If you prefer not to work you may pay $50.00.
